and poetry recitation before participants sat down for a

luncheon. A program of patriotic songs and music were

enjoyed by all throughout the remainder of the day, which

closed with an evening display of fireworks.

      

Food, fellowship, fun – and a hefty dose of pride for

all that America has achieved, along with moments of re-

flection about our responsibilities as citizens – and genuine

gratitude to those who have fought to preserve our free-

dom since the first shots were fired at Lexington and Con-

cord.
